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FACTUAL BACKGROUND: In June 1999, via Board Item B-17-A, the Board authorized
administration to enter into an APP for debt management. The board item approved the use
of approximately $103.6 million of funds reserved from the Desegregation Settlement to
create an escrow account to pay a portion of the debt service on outstanding bonds. The
investment contract included some flexibility, which allowed the District to draw from the
escrow before its maturity date and use the money for other capital improvement projects. In
October 2003, the outstanding leasehold revenue bonds were refinanced and the APP was
restructured to include $26,222,547 for CIP.

The escrow agreement with the Bank of New York Trust Company expired October 1, 2008.
On September 24, 2008, the Board approved board item 09-B-009-023, Reinvestment of
CIP Escrow Held by Trustee, and the money was transferred to UMB Bank. The money was
invested and is held in safekeeping in a separate account at UMB Bank.

On November 19, 2008, the Board approved board item 09-B-011-045, Capital
Improvement Projects Budget-Amendment 1, which included the use of $8 million from the
CIP Escrow account to fund a portion of the Capital Improvement Projects Budget.

Administration recommends using $7.5 million from the CIP Escrow account to fund the
three-year Technology Plan.
