Comprehensive financial reports consist of the following budgeted funds:

e General Fund — the general operating fund of the District. It is used to
account for all financial resources including federal, state and local grants
except those required to be accounted for in another fund. Expenditures
include non-certified salaries, fringe benefits, textbooks, curriculum and
general supplies, and other purchased services and supplies.

e Teachers” Fund — used to account for the payment of payroll and fringe
benefits for certified staff.

e Child Nutrition Fund- used to account for the operation and administration of
the school cafeterias.

e Operating Capital Projects Fund — used to account for capital outlay
transactions such as equipment, furniture, and fixtures for general operating
and grants.

e Child Nutrition Capital Projects Fund — used to account for capital outlay
transactions such as equipment, furniture, and fixtures for child nutrition.
Other Funds:
Community Services (unbudgeted) — used to account for accumulation and allocation of
cost associated with tutoring services provided by external vendors, leased land and

buildings and event rental of facilities to the community.

Internal Service Fund (Administrative Service Center) accounts for printing, duplication,
and distribution services provided to other departments on a cost-reimbursement basis.
